The first day keynote speaker will be Professor Annalisa Rosselli of the University of Rome, who 
will also receive honoris causa degree for her outstanding contribution to the History of Monetary 
Thought and Monetary Policy.

 All the presentations of the papers will be in English. Selected papers will be published in a collective 
volume in an international publishing house or peer review journal.  

 Colleagues are invited to suggest special parallel sessions. 
 Special Young Scholar sessions (PhD candidates) will be organized and students working on the 

above areas should submit a full paper. The best individually submitted “Young Scholar paper” will 
receive a prize (€200) at the end of the Conference.
